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Newspaper Analogy

To help understand how SiteBuilder works, imagine how a newspaper might be 
published. 

First, articles are written by 1 or more contributors. Each article would have a body 
of text, a title and perhaps an image. An Editor or Publisher, would take each article 
and decide which page it would be published on, and in which order the articles 
would appear. 

This is exactly how SiteBuilder works.  Text and images are entered into "Articles" 
and each "Article" is assigned to a "Page". 

ARTICLES
All content displayed on your website is placed in an Article.  Articles may contain 
one or more of the following: text, images, links to other webpages and links to 
downloadable files. 

Articles may easily moved from page to page, and the order in which they appear is 
called the article sort order.  

PAGES
When Pages are complete, they can then be made available for viewing on the 
website. Links to Pages are automatically displayed in your website navigation 
menu. The order in which pages appear (called the page sort order) can easily be 
changed at any time.
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All content displayed on your website is placed in an Article.  

Articles may contain one or more of the following: text, images, links to other webpages and links 
to downloadable files.

Navigation

Pages are used to organize your website, they can be:

  ~ arranged in a specific order by editing the sort order. 
~ used to group similar pages together (called Parent/Child pages)

Pages also control if, and to whom, information is displayed with options to:

~ keep the page on "Hold", while Articles are being written & edited. 
~ password protect the page so that only certain users can see them. 
~ remove the "Link Name" from the navigation (but still leave the page available)
